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A Guide to Efficient Residential Lighting Fixtures

Builders looking for a booklet to introduce homeowners to energy-efficient lighting options should investigate the Energy Star Lighting Guide produced by Efficiency Vermont.  The guide includes a few pages of technical information listing the lumen output of a variety of incandescent and compact fluorescent lamps, as well as information on the available color range of compact fluorescents.  Equally useful, however, are seven pages of color photos and illustrations showing attractive kitchens, living rooms, bedrooms, and bath- rooms equipped with Energy Star lighting fixtures. 

These examples of good lighting design help home- owners overcome the common prejudice against fluorescent lighting.  Moreover, the brochure includes the brand names and model numbers of 31 illustrated lighting fixtures.  These fixtures represent several manufacturers, including Brownlee, General Electric, Good Earth, Hampton Bay, MaxLite, Panasonic, Sea Gull Lighting, Westerfield, and Westinghouse.  The variety of depicted fixtures is an excellent starting point to get builders and homeowners thinking about efficient lighting.
