o The application form, initial color photograph, and completed ES-1 form, as well as copies of all 
permits and relevant receipts and invoices for the purchase and installation of the system, and a 
color photograph of the installed system, must be submitted to the Arkansas Energy Office either 
electronically to RenewableRebate@ArkansasEDC.com, by fax 501-682-7499, or by mail:

o All receipts and invoices must contain adequate information in order to identify the contractor and 
the equipment or services paid for, which should include brand and model numbers of equipment 
and descriptions of services rendered.   

 The rebate amount for small-scale solar water heating equipment will be based on the square feet of 
thermal collector area used for the system:

If a random site 
inspection identifies discrepancies in eligibility, participation in the rebate program can be terminated 
immediately.
